h) hold a certificate of operator qualifications;
i) possess knowledge related to safety of flights and emergency procedures (Operation Manual),
j) possess a certificate of completion of training in the rules and operating procedures relevant to the functioning of the Airport (Katowice Airport)
k) demonstrate proficiency in Polish - necessary for communication with TWR
l) possess connection with TWR and Operations Duty Officer.
